Dear Ms. Kaushik: 
 
By your letter dated January 6, 2023, Southern California Edison (SCE) requests an extension of 
time to file its 2022 Risk Spending Accountability Report (RSAR) looking back at last year’s 
spending.  SCE requests to extend the current due date from April 30, 2023 to July 28, 2023. 
 
As described in your letter, SCE's regulatory team is busy preparing its Test Year (TY) 2025 General 
Rate Case application at or about the same time that it would prepare the 2022 RSAR report, and 
that more time is needed to ensure a high-quality RSAR filing. 
 
D.22-10-002 (Ordering Paragraph 1 and Appendix A to the Decision) specified that the Deputy 
Executive Director for Energy and Climate Policy may change RSAR schedules in instances such as 
this, where the utility requested an extension by January 31.  
 
We recognize the need for SCE to have more time to prepare a higher-quality, comprehensive 
RSAR report.  In order to allow sufficient time for the processing of the data necessary to produce 
both the 2022 RSAR and the TY2025 GRC, I hereby grant SCE’s request.  The 2022 RSAR report’s 
due dates for SCE, party comments, and ED review, are hereby shifted pursuant to Table 2 of your 
letter, reproduced below:
