Excluding CPUC fee, City Tax, surcharges and refunds, an average residential customer
with a 5/8-inch meter using 5 CCF (1 CCF = 748 gallons) would see an increase in each
bill from $97.06 currently to $100.39 per month in 2019. The same bill would be $106.33
in 2020 and $112.28 in 2021 resulting an overall 15.7% rate increase over 3 years.
